4.5 Documents submitted on time by bidders shall not be returned.
5 LATE BIDS

5.1 Bids received late shall not be considered. A bid will be considered late if it
arrived even one second after 12:00 or any time thereafter. The tender (bid) box
shall be locked at exactly 12:00 and bids arriving late will not be considered
under any circumstances. Bids received late shall be returned unopened to the
bidder. Bidders are therefore strongly advised to ensure that bids be despatched
allowing enough time for any unforeseen events that may delay the delivery of
the bid.

The official Telkom time (Dial 1026) will be used to verify the exact closing time.

5.2  Bids sent to NEMISA via normal post or any other mechanism shall be deemed
to be received at the date and time of arrival at the NEMISA premises (in tender
box in reception area or if too big for the tender box, over the counter in the
reception area).

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7 NEGOTIATION AND CONTRACTING

7.1  NEMISA have the right to enter into negotiation with one or more bidders
regarding any terms and conditions, including price(s), of a proposed contract.

7.2  NEMISA shall not be obliged to accept the lowest of any quotation, offer or
proposal.

7.3 A contract will only be deemed to be concluded when reduced to writing in a
contract form and Service Level Agreement signed by the designated responsible
person of both parties.

7.4 Under no circumstances will negotiation with any bidders constitute an award or
promise / undertaking to award the contract.

8 ACCESS TO INFORMATION

8.1  All bidders will be informed of the status of their bid once the procurement
process has been completed.

8.2  Requests for information regarding the bid process will be dealt with in line with
the NEMISA procurement policy and relevant legislation.

9 REASONS FOR REJECTION

9.1 NEMISA shall reject a proposal for the award of a contract if the recommended
bidder has committed a proven corrupt or fraudulent act in competing for the
particular contract.

9.2 NEMISA may disregard the bid of any bidder if that bidder, or any of its directors:

9.2.1 Have abused the SCM system of NEMISA.

9.2.2 Have committed proven fraud or any other improper conduct in relation to
such system.

9.2.3 Have failed to perform on any previous contract and the proof exists.

9.2.4 Such actions shall be communicated to the National Treasury.

10 PAYMENTS

10.1 NEMISA will pay the contractor the fees set out in the final contract according to
the table of deliverables. No additional amounts will be payable by NEMISA to
the contractor.

10.2 The contractor shall from time to time during the currency of the contract, invoice
NEMISA for the services rendered.

10.3 The invoice must be accompanied by supporting source document(s) containing
detailed information, as NEMISA may reasonably require, for the purposes of
establishing the specific nature, extent and quality of the services which were
undertaken by the contractor.
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10.4 No payment will be made to the contractor unless an original tax invoice
complying with section 20 of the VAT Act No 89 of 1991, as amended, has been
submitted to NEMISA.

10.5 Payment shall be made by bank transfer into the Contractor’s back account
normally 30 days after receipt of an acceptable, original, valid tax invoice. Money
will only be transferred into a South African bank account. (Banking details must
be submitted as soon as the bid is awarded).

10.6 The Contractor shall be responsible for accounting to the appropriate authorities
for its income tax, VAT or other moneys required to be paid in terms of the
applicable law.

11 CANCELLATION OF PROCUREMENT PROCESS
11.1 This procurement process can be postponed or cancelled at any stage provided

that such cancellation or postponement takes place prior to entering into contract
with a specific service provider to which the bid relates.

1 EVALUATION PROCESS
1.1COMPLIANCE WITH MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS CRITERIA

1.1.1 All bids duly lodged as specified in this Request for Bid will be examined to
determine compliance with bidding requirements and conditions. Bids with
deviations from the requirements / conditions, will be eliminated from further
consideration.

1.2PRICE, FUNCTIONALITY AND PREFERENCE POINTS
1.2.1 All remaining bids will be evaluated as follows:

¢ 90 Marks will be awarded for price and functionality, and 10 marks will be
awarded for specific goals set out in the preference points claim form(s).

¢ Of the 90 marks awarded for price and functionality, 60 percent shall be
awarded for functionality and 40 percent shall be awarded for price.

1.3DETERMINATION OF PERCENTAGE FOR FUNCTIONALITY

1.3.1 The evaluation criteria and weights for functionality as indicated in the table in
paragraph 2, will apply.
1.3.2 The percentage scored for functionality should be calculated as follows:
¢ Each panel member shall award values for each individual criterion on a

score sheet. The value scored for each criterion shall be multiplied with
the specified weighting for the relevant criterion to obtain the marks
scored for the various criteria. These marks should be added to obtain
the total score. The following formula should then be used to convert the
total score to a percentage for functionality:

Ps = EX Ap

Where

Ps = percentage scored for functionality by bid/proposal under consideration
So = total score of bid/proposal under consideration

Ms = maximum possible score

Ap = percentage allocated for functionality
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¢ The percentages of each panel member shall be added together and
divided by the number of panel members to establish the average
percentage obtained by each individual bidder for functionality.

e After calculation of the percentage for functionality, the prices of all bids
that obtained the minimum score for functionality should be taken into
consideration.

1.4ELIMINATION OF PROPOSALS ON GROUNDS OF FUNCTIONALITY

1.4.1 Bids that score less than 60% of the marks available for functionality will be
eliminated from further consideration. Marks will therefore not be awarded for
their cost proposals or for preference.

1.5DETERMINATION OF PERCENTAGE FOR PRICE

1.5.1 If appropriate, implied contract price adjustments will be made to the cost
proposals of all remaining bids.
1.5.2 The percentage scored for price shall be calculated as follows:
e The lowest acceptable bid/proposal (adjusted or not), will obtain the maximum
percentage allocated for price. The other bids/proposals with higher prices
(adjusted or not), will proportionately obtain lower percentages based on the
following formula:

Where:

Ps = percentage scored for price by bid/proposal under consideration
Pmin = lowest acceptable bid/proposal

Pt = price of bid/proposal under consideration

Ap = percentage allocated for price

1.6 CALCULATION OF POINTS FOR FUNCTIONALITY AND PRICE

1.6.1 The percentages obtained for functionality shall be added to the percentage
obtained for price to obtain a percentage out of 100, which in turn shall be
converted to points out of 90 in terms of Regulation 8 of the Preferential
Procurement Regulations.

1.6.2 The points scored out of or 90 shall be calculated according to the following
formula:

e The 90/10 preference point system (above R500 000)

Ps = 90 (1 —H:ER“')

where
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Ps = points scored for functionality and price of the bid/proposal under consideration
Hs = highest percentage scored by any acceptable bidder for functionality and price
Rs = percentage scored for functionality and price by bid/proposal under consideration.

1.7AWARDING OF POINTS FOR PREFERENCES/GOALS

1.7.1 Points for any specific goals will be awarded according to the formula(e)
indicated in the preference points claim form(s).

1.8COMBINING FUNCTIONALITY, PRICE AND PREFERENCE MARKS

1.8.1 The preference marks for each bid will now be added to the price and
functionality mark for that bid (see 1.6.2).

1.8.2 The Bid Evaluation Committee may recommend that the contract be awarded to
the bidder obtaining the highest aggregate mark as determined by 1.8.1 or to a
lower scoring bid on justifiable grounds.

1.9PRESENTATIONS

1.9.1 NEMISA reserves the right to invite bidders for presentations before the award of
the bid.

1.9.2 NEMISA may decide to have compulsory presentations made either by all
bidders who have obtained at least 60% of the marks for functionality, or by the
bidders ranked first, to third once the functionality, price and preference marks
have been combined.

1.9.3 Presentations shall only affect the marks awarded for functionality. If NEMISA
wishes to use presentations to discriminate between bidders, the evaluation
criteria to be affected shall be determined in advance and due allowance made in
the mark scheme and indicated in paragraph 2.

1.9.4 If the date of the presentation meeting is not indicated in the bid document, at
least three days notice will be given to bidders required to attend a presentation
as well as the detail of the venue for the presentation.

1.9.5 Presentations will be made to the full Bid Evaluation Committee.

1.9.6 Points determined by the presentation will be awarded to each bidder by each
member of the Bid Evaluation Committee and then an average calculated.

1.9.7 The price and preference marks for each bidder will be added to their
functionality marks adjusted as a result of the presentation and the Bid
Evaluation Committee may recommend the bidder obtaining the highest
aggregate or to a lower scoring bid on justifiable grounds.

1.9.8 Under no circumstances will a presentation by any bidder constitute an award or
promise / undertaking to award the contract.
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1.10 ADJUDICATION OF BID

1.10.1 The Bid Adjudication Committee will consider the recommendations and make
the final award. The successful bidder will usually be the service provider scoring
the highest number of points or it may be a lower scoring bid on justifiable

grounds or no award at all.

1. INTRODUCTION

NEMISA invites registered and experienced companies to provide Security and cleaning
services.

The purpose is to invite potential qualified and experienced Companies to submit
proposals to assist NEMISA with Security and Cleaning services for a period of three (3)
years.

Based on the quality of the bids submitted, NEMISA intends to select a preferred Bidder
with a view to concluding a Service Level Agreement (SLA) where applicable with such
successful Bidder. The bid will be evaluated in terms of the NEMISA procurement policy
requirements.

1.2  SCOPE OF SERVICES IN TERMS OF SECURITY (Provision of services, scope of

work and access control)

. The services of trained security personnel are required by NEMISA to
perform duties at the premises occupied by the 21 Girton Road, Parktown,
2193. This premises/ location of the current office is subject to change
within the contract period. The security services shall be provided on the
property of NEMISA and shall in general entail the patrolling of premises,
access control, control of assets, personnel and/ or members of the public
escorting where required and protection from and/ or to buildings and

general crime prevention measures as agreed upon.

° The specific duties of security personnel in respect of the premises shall

be as described in the specific duties of security personnel and Standing
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Operating Procedures (SOP’s). These SOP’s setting out the specific
duties of the preferred bidder’s security personnel shall be compiled by the
preferred bidder at least 1 week before the security services commence.
This SOP’s may be amended from time to time, with the agreement of

both parties.
